Committeeman Murphy offered a motion to approve the minutes of September 8, 2019 and September 24, 2019, seconded by Committeeman Pawlyzyn.  Having no comments from the committee, preceded to a Roll Call Vote: Aye:  Roohr, Koshak, Pawlyzyn, Murphy, Peterla.   Nay: None    Approved unanimously
PUBLIC HEARING:  Ordinance 2019-05  
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF NEW HANOVER TO AMEND THE DEVELOPMENT AND/OR ZONING STANDARD FOR THE GENERAL COMMERCIAL ZONE DISTRICT TO MAKE THEM STANDARD CONSISTENT WITH THE ADOPTED WRIGHTSTOWN-COOKSTOWN ROAD REDEVELOMENT PLAN FOR THE GENERAL COMMERCIAL ZONE DISTRICT                   

Attorney, William Burns, explained that Ordinance 2019-05 was scheduled for public hearing /second reading tonight.  After consultation with the professional from the Land Use Board the Committee will entertain a motion to amend the proposed ordinance as recommended and introduced at the Land Use Board meeting.  Solicitor Frank had the opportunity to review the title as well as the body of the ordinance and believed some amendments were required.  Based  on that, he recommended that the Mayor ask for a motion to introduce Ordinance 2015-05 as amended.

Committeeman Roohr offered a motion to introduce Ordinance 2019-05 as amended, seconded by Committeeman Murphy.  

Discussion: Committeeman Roohr discussed Automotive Sales & Automobile sales.  Automotive sales would prohibit someone from opening a parts store sighting paragraph 9 section 409.  

Attorney Burns asked for a motion to table discussion until later in the meeting so he can review the Land Use Ordinances.
Motion to table this discussion until later in the meeting.  Committeeman Roohr offered a motion, seconded by committeeman Pawlyzyn.   Voice Vote. Aye: All.  Nay: none

Committeeman Koshak offered a motion to approve resolution 2019-86, seconded by Committeeman Murphy.   Roll Call Vote: Aye: Roohr, Koshak, Murphy, Pawlyzyn, Peterla.  Approved unanimously
Mayor Peterla and Deputy Clerk swore in Officer Robert James

INTRODUCTION OF Ordinance 2019-06:  

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING TRAFFIC CONTROL STANDARDS AND REQUIREMENTS FOR ROADWAY CONSTRICTION AND MAINTENNCE OPERATIONS IN THE TOWNSHIP OF NEW HANOVER

Mayor Peterla asked Sgt. Tuliano to explain the need for the ordinance. 
Committeeman Koshak offered a motion to introduce Ordinance 2019-06, setting the public hearing for the next meeting on November 12, 2019 at 7 pm, seconded by Committeeman Murphy.   No discussion was offered. 
Roll Call Vote: Aye: Roohr, Koshak, Murphy, Pawlyzyn, Peterla.  Approved unanimously
Tabled Discussion continued on amending Ordinance 2019-05.  Attorney Burns reviewed Mr. Roohr’s referenced to the amendment Paragraph 9 section on the last page.    He read out loud from the Land Development Ordinance Book, “shall be amended by the deletion of Automotive Sales as a permitted use.”  That is a typo and should read section 408.
Shall also be amended to include the sale of new automotive parts and accessories. 
Discussion ensued.   Mayor Peterla asked if there was any other discussion, seeing none,  Mayor Peterla asked for a motion amending Ordinance 2019-05.  Committeeman Pawlyzyn offered a motion, seconded by Committeeman Murphy. Roll Call Vote:   Aye: Roohr, Koshak, Pawlyzyn, Murphy, and Peterla.   Nay: None.  Approved unanimously 

Mayor Peterla asked if there was any other discussion, seeing none, Mayor Peterla a motion and a roll call vote setting the Public Hearing for the next meeting on November 12, 2019 at 7 pm.   Committeeman Pawlyzyn offered a motion, seconded by Committeeman Murphy. Roll Call Vote Aye: Roohr, Koshak, Pawlyzyn, Murphy, Peterla. Nay: None.  Approved unanimously 
APPROVING PAYMENT OF VOUCHERS (BILL LIST) – Mayor Peterla asked if the Committee had 

reviewed the bill list. Committeeman Roohr questioned the park grant money paying for roads.  CFO indicated that it 

wasn’t charged correctly and is being corrected.  Attorney Burns clarified that the CFO had answered that it is a clerical 

issue and is being addressed.
Committeeman Koshak offered a motion to approve the list with additions, seconded by Committeeman Murphy. 

Roll Call Vote: Aye: Roohr, Koshak, Murphy, Pawlyzyn, Peterla.  Approved unanimously
The October Bill List total amount to be $707,117.12

PUBLIC COMMENTS – Committeeman Pawlyzyn offered a motion to open the floor to the public, seconded by Committee Murphy.  Voice Vote: Approved unanimously.
Resident of Bunting Bridge Road, Mr. Hill asked about the removal of the tree on neighbor’s property.

Fire Chief Wilkins reported the eight fire calls in September. Addition to the department was made by Captain William Mooney and wife who delivered a little girl this morning.  
Having no additional comments Committeeman Pawlyzyn offered a motion to close the floor to the public, seconded by Committeeman Koshak.  Voice Vote: Approved unanimously
COMMITTEE COMMENTS:  Committeeman Pawlyzyn offered a motion to here Committee Comments, seconded by Committeeman Murphy.  Committeeman Roohr indicated that the bid for the trash contract had not gone out on time.  Deputy Clerk indicated that she is aware and working on changes to the prior bid specs and negotiation with current hauler to do an emergency contract.  Solicitor Burns expressed concern that the emergency contract would need to be by resolution at the next meeting.  Committeeman Koshak asked that in the future that knowledge of a contract to speak up and not wait till it became a problem.  Mayor Peterla indicated that several residents expressed desire to have a movie night at the park on Friday, October 11th.  Solicitor Burns recommended a motion to approve a movie night and authorize Deputy Clerk to do all things necessary to secure that proper permits are covered.  
Mayor Peterla asked for a motion. Committeeman Koshak offered a motion seconded by Committeeman Murphy.  Voice Vote:  Approved unanimously
Mayor Peterla welcomed new patrol officer Robert James indicating Sgt. Tuliano is doing a great job.  Police and Fire Department were thanked for their service.  Removal of trees has been discussed and in progress.  Public Works is picking up leaves and would appreciate them being put in bags at this time.  Public Works received the new John Deer tractor.  Thank you to Public Works, Ramon Madrigal for doing a good job on keeping the town in order.  Paperwork is in for the State Historical Grant for the Godfrey House and we are waiting for conformation.
